The front was

somewhat easier because there was no frame

damage so once all the bent stuff was stripped

off it was just a matter of getting what was

needed and putting it all together.

Many hours were spent sanding the paint

and masking the entire car to prepare it for the

new paint.  Care had to be taken at this point

because if the preparation was sloppy or

incorrect the new paint job would fail very

quickly.  After it was painted, it had to be

cleaned up and detailed. The paper and tape

had to be removed, and the chrome and glass

had to be polished. Finally, it looked like a

great used car that had lots of useful life left

in it and anyone would have been proud to

drive it. It had come close to complete

destruction but had been rescued.

People are not as easy to fix as cars but

putting in the time and effort can yield great

results. How far gone does a person have to

be before we decide they are not worth the

effort? That is a tough question isn’t it. Our

own failings kind of get in our way when

answering this question. If it is someone I

love, well, then, the sky is the limit.

Thankfully, when it really counts, God has

already answered this question. 

God looked at his creation and it

saddened him when he saw how far mankind

had moved away from him. The rescue

would be the most costly restoration ever.

The price was His only Son. When someone

responds to this sacrifice, as God would

have them, they are rescued immediately

spiritually, however,  the visible changes

take many hours, days and even weeks.
